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The public and political life of the Slovak people in the early 20th century
underwent significant changes. The collapse of the Austro-Hungarian Empire led
to the creation of new States on its remnants. After the First World War, new
historical conditions were created for the realization of national ambitions in the
form of the creation of national States. Slovak policymakers decided to join the
Czech-Slovak State.

The Martin Declaration, adopted on October 30, 1918, by representatives of
all Slovak political parties outlined the decision to create a unified Czech-Slovak
State [5]. However, the implementation of this idea was a difficult task. At the end
of the First World War Hungary sought to keep the territory of Slovakia within
its borders, promising its inhabitants autonomy. Nevertheless, the Slovaks had
a negative experience of existence with the Hungarians in the Austrian Empire,
and later in Austria-Hungary. For this reason, Slovak politicians supported the
idea of creating a Czech-Slovak State, as they saw it not only as a Union of the two
Slavic nations, but also as a protection from Hungarian expansion. The next two
years were spent in the struggle of Czechs and Slovaks for Slovakia, as Hungary
refused to recognize the secession of Slovak lands from its jurisdiction. And
only on June 4, 1920, according to the Treaty of Trianon concluded between the
Entente and Hungary, the latter abandoned claims on Slovakia and Subcarpathian
Ruthenia in favor of Czechoslovakia [1, p. 102—-103].

The foundations of the state structure of the Czechoslovak Republic were
laid by the new Constitution of 1920. Its preamble established the concept of the
Czechoslovak people as a single state-forming nation. Czechoslovakia delivered
as a centralized unitary State with its capital in Prague. The Constitution provided
for autonomy only for Subcarpathian Ruthenia [7]. Czech politicians in drafting
the Constitution moved away from the Pittsburgh agreement, which included
a broad scope of self-government for Slovakia, and used the Cleveland agreement,
which made no mention of autonomy for Slovaks.
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
