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Immigration as a key point in the US foreign policy
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The chronicle of the formation of migration legislation indicates the desire
to consolidate the norms in the main legislative act. Priorities of migration
policy: promotion of economic and demographic growth, social and cultural
development; Compliance with international obligations to refugees, providing
asylum to those in need; non-discrimination, the integration of migrants in
society; the international cooperation; attract highly qualified specialists;
promoting family reunification. In the United States, the term “alien” means
a person who is a citizen of another state or a stateless person. In the United
States, despite the legislative consolidation of the term “alien,” the basic concept
is “immigrant,” that is, a foreigner entering the country to obtain a permanent
residence with the subsequent change of citizenship.

In US law, the term “immigrant” is used to mean every foreigner, except for:

» ambassadors, government ministers, diplomats, other officials and employees
accredited in the United States, their families and their employees and servants;

* persons permanently residing in another state and temporarily coming to the
United States on business to relax, study at a particular educational institution;

 crew members of a ship or aircraft;

* persons, their spouses and children, who are entitled to enter the United
States under the provisions of the agreement on trade and shipping between the
United States and the foreign state of which they are citizens;

* representatives of a foreign state who are members of an international
organization, members of their families, employees of international organizations,
servants and employees of such representatives;

e persons, their spouses and children who have a permanent residence in
a foreign country and are scientists, leaders in the field of specialized knowledge,
arriving in the United States for a specific period of time for teaching, briefing,
research, and consultation;

* persons who are the groom (bride) of a US citizen who enter the country to
enter into a valid marriage within 90 days of entry; etc.
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
