Object of research: social relations in connection with collection, examination
and valuation of written evidence in the civil and economic procedure.

The purpose of the work: determination of the theoretical basics of written
evidence as a means of proof, as well as study of the legal regulation of written
evidence in the civil and economic procedure of the Republic of Belarus.

Method of research: general scientific methods (dialectical, historical, analysis,
etc.) and special legal methods (comparative legal, formal legal, statistical, etc.).

Scientific novelty of research: the author identified and analyzed the main
approaches in understanding the category of written evidence, formulated the
definition of written evidence, compared the process of collection, examination and
valuation of written evidence in the civil and economic procedure. As a result,
suggestions were made in the unification of the institute of written evidence as a part
of development of a single Civil Procedure Code.

The conclusions obtained in the course of the research can be used in law-
making and law enforcement activities, as well as in further scientific research.

The thesis is an independently completed research.
