Object of study: social relations, emerging in the process of compensation for
harm caused to the environment.

Purpose of work: determination of the legal content of compensation for harm
caused to the environment, as well as the identification and resolution of some
problems of legal regulation of relevant public relations.

The methodological basis is dialectical, logical, analysis, generalization,
analogies, comparative legal, formal legal and other research methods.

The scientific novelty of the study: approaches to understanding
environmental damage and environmental damage are highlighted; the author's
definition of environmental harm is proposed, the emphasis of which is placed on
the environmental component; it seems reasonable for a proper legal understanding
to fix the reservation in the Law of the Republic of Belarus “On Environmental
