The purpose of the thesis is to development of practical proposals for
improving the legislation of the Republic of Belarus and Turkmenistan in the field
of water protection.

The object of the study is social relations arising in the process of applying
legal norms regulating the protection of water in the Republic of Belarus and in the
Republic of Turkmenistan.

The methodological basis of the work consists of the research methods
used in legal science and related to other sciences: general methods and laws of
logic (analysis, synthesis, systematization, etc.); comparative legal method;
structural systemic method; formal legal method.

The result of the study is the conclusion that there are gaps in the legal
regulation of water protection in the Republic of Belarus and in the Republic of
Turkmenistan. Based on the study of the regulatory framework, law enforcement
practice and doctrinal views, the present scientific paper presents proposals for
their elimination.

The novelty of the thesis: the work is a comprehensive study of the legal
protection of water in the Republic of Belarus and in the Republic of
Turkmenistan; amendments and additions to the legislation of the studied states are
proposed.
