Object of study: legal relations regarding in the process of functioning of the
legal regime of environmental territories of the Republic of Belarus and some
foreign countries.

Purpose of work: a comprehensive study of the legal regime of
environmental territories in the Republic of Belarus and the development on the
basis of this proposal to improve the effectiveness of legislation governing this
area of public relations.

Research methodology: general scientific methods (dialectical, historical,
analysis and others) and special legal methods (comparative legal, formal legal,
statistical and others).

Scientific novelty of the research: the thesis identifies and analyzes the main
problems of the legal regime of nature protection territories in the Republic of
Belarus. As a result of the study, proposals were developed to improve the
legislation of the Republic of Belarus. In particular, the definition of the concept of
conservation areas is formulated; when applying criminal or administrative liability
for offenses against environmental safety and the environment, it is proposed to
consider the commission of an act in nature protection territories as a qualifying
attribute; the necessity of systematizing general norms on the legal regime of
nature protection territories is substantiated; it is proposed to consolidate at the
legislative level the division of nature protection territories into species, etc.

The findings of the study can be used in lawmaking and in further scientific
research.
