The target of the research: social relations in the field of fishing and
fishing management.

The objective of the research: a comprehensive study of the system of
legal norms regulating fishing and fisheries management, as well as the
requirements and conditions for the implementation of these activities to identify
problems and formulate proposals to improve the current legislation.

Research methodology: General scientific methods (dialectical, historical,
analysis, etc.) and special legal methods (comparative legal, formal legal, etc.).

Scientific novelty of the research: the thesis attempts to identify and
analyze the main problems of legal regulation of fishing and fishing management
in the Republic of Belarus. As a result of the research, proposals were formulated
to improve the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. In particular, the conclusions
about the need to develop a special law on fisheries, part of which should be the
legal regulation of relations in the field of fishing and fisheries management, to
ensure a comprehensive legal regulation of the considered relations in this area;
legislative consolidation of such types of fishing as fishing for research and control
purposes, fishing for educational and cultural and educational purposes, sports
(including recreational) fishing, to ensure special legal regulation and increase its
effectiveness; reorientation from commercial fishing to artificial fish breeding, in
order to curb the reduction of fish stocks and its rational use (reflection of this
approach in the legislation); definition of clear criteria for evaluating the
effectiveness of fishing land lease, etc.

The findings obtained in the course of the study can be used in law-making

activities and in further scientific research.
