SUMMARY

The object of the research: public relations, arising in the process of
management and use of specially protected areas.

The purpose of the research: to analyze features and problematic issues of legal
basis in the field of specially protected areas; to make recommendations aimed to
improve the legal system in the context of considered public relations.

Research methods: the combination of general scientific methods (dialectic,
historical, systemic, logical) and special legal methods (comparative law, legal
formalism).

Scientific novelty of the research: the author analyzes the modern state of that
part of the Belarusian legal system which regulates the sphere of specially protected
areas. This work contains an attempt to estimate a new law on specially protected
areas, including making comparative analysis with the previous law and pointing out
its advantages and problematic issues. There are suggestions on solving some moot
points. For example, the research includes the basing of necesserity to give more
precise definitions of the terms "national park” and "wildlife sanctuary (zakaznik)".
Besides there's a suggestion to insert a new term "protected area” into national legal
system and arguments to proof practicability of integration with IUCN terminological
system. Another part of the research is an attempt to trace historical process of the
formation of specially protected areas legal institution with highlighting it's stages.
The author analyzes Belarusian legislation in the field of establishing liability for
environmental violations in relation to specially areas. The graduate work is an
original research.
