The relationship of copying strategy and tolerance to the uncertainty of
students with different styles of humor: resume / Anastasiya Batsian; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Psychology; scientific adviser A.S.

The object of research of the thesis is the students' humor styles.

The subject of research of the thesis is the relationship of coping strategies
and tolerance to the uncertainty of students with various styles of humor.

The purpose of the thesis is to characterize the relationship of coping
strategies and tolerance to the uncertainty of students with various prevailing styles
of humor.

The results. A comparative analysis of the representation of the four styles
of humor in the behavioral repertoire of boys and girls of student age revealed the
following gender differences: girls showed significantly higher results in the
affiliated style of humor than boys. Boys, on the contrary, showed higher results on
a scale of aggressive humor than girls.

Assertive actions are significantly more characteristic of students with an
aggressive style of humor, unlike students with a self-deprecating style of humor.
Students with an affiliate style of humor are distinguished by the severity of such a
coping strategy as entering into social contact and indirect actions. The coping
avoidance strategy is significantly more pronounced among students with a
predominant self-derogatory style of humor. Among students with an aggressive
style of humor, unlike students with a self-depreciating style of humor, the strategy
of aggressive actions is presented to a greater extent in the repertoire of coping
behavior. Finally, cautious actions are more likely to be demonstrated by students
with a predominantly self-sustaining style of humor.

Tolerance to uncertainty is significantly more pronounced among students
with a predominant self-sustaining style of humor than among students with self-
derogatory and aggressive styles of humor. Among students with an aggressive
style of humor, unlike students with an affiliate style of humor, intolerance to
uncertainty is more pronounced.
