The relationship between conflict behavior and cognitive flexibility of senior
school students and university students: resume / Ales Dovgilovich; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Psychology;scientific adviser Y.S.

The research object is cognitive factors of conflict behavior.

Subject of research is the relationship between conflict behavior and cognitive
flexibility of senior school students and university students.

The purpose of this work is to determine the nature of the relationship
between conflict behavior and cognitive flexibility of senior school students and
university students.

The results. The empirical study allowed us to reveal the extent and nature of
the relationship of cognitive flexibility with different behavioral strategies of
university students and senior school students in conflicts. The higher the level of
cognitive flexibility, the more the "solution” strategy is expressed in the conflict and
the less "aggression” and "avoiding" strategies and vice versa. At the same time, this



relationship is more pronounced in university students compared to senior school
students.
