Representations of fatherhood in men brought up in complete and single-
parent families: resume / Dikun Vladislav Dmitrievich; Faculty of Philosophy and
Social Sciences, Department of Psychology; scientific adviser.

The research object is the phenomenon of fatherhood in psychology.

Subject of research are representations about the phenomenon of fatherhood
in men brought up in complete and single-parent families.

The purpose of this work is to determine the idea of fatherhood in men raised
in full and single-parent families.



The results. Men characterize paternity positively and express their
willingness to raise their child on a par with their mother and believe that the father’s
participation in raising a child is necessary. They are ready to take care of their
children, find a common language with them and devote a lot of their time to them,
but it is worthwhile to cancel the low awareness of men about parental
responsibilities. Paternity according to the ideas of men represents a sense of
responsibility for the child and his immediate upbringing. The idea of fatherhood in
men from single-parent families is characterized positively, as well as in men from
complete families. Men from complete families had life experience regarding the
role of the father in the family through observing their own parent, and have a deeper
understanding of the role of the father in the family, in contrast to men from single-
parent families, whose cognitive component occupies the lowest level in the
hierarchy of ideas about the ideal father. However, men from single-parent families
who have a poor understanding of fatherly responsibilities, unlike men from full
families, are ready to take a more active part in raising their own children in the
future.
