Strategies for joint performance of tasks by primary school children in
conditions of readiness and unwillingness to cooperate: abstract to the thesis / Olga
Halas; Faculty of philosophy and social Sciences, Department of psychology;

Object of research is communication of primary school children.

Subject of research are communication strategies of primary school children
when performing tasks together.

The purpose of this work is to identify communication strategies when
performing tasks together by primary school children in conditions of readiness and
unwillingness to cooperate.

The results. In a cooperative environment, primary school children use
detailed communication actions to build communication strategies. Using detailed
communication actions to build a strategy helps you complete tasks successfully. In



the conditions of finding the subjects in unready pairs, communication actions are
used to a lesser extent, which in many cases does not lead to successful completion
of the task. Younger students who are in cooperative pairs show a significantly
higher level of task completion, in contrast to primary school children who are in
non-cooperative pairs.
