The research object is manifestations of jealousy.

Subject of research are the relationship between the manifestations of
jealousy and personal characteristics of students.

The purpose of this work is to characterize the relationship between the
manifestations of jealousy and personal characteristics in students.

The results. When identifying the relationship between jealousy and
personality characteristics of students, this study proved that subjects who are more
prone to extraversion are more likely to actively distance themselves from a partner
in a jealous situation, and vice versa: the more students are prone to introversion, the
less they are prone to distance yourself from a partner.

As a result of the study, it was found that there is a relationship between the
manifestations of jealousy and personal characteristics of students. Manifestations
of jealousy are interconnected with certain personal characteristics: distance from a



partner is interconnected with extraversion - introversion and expressiveness -
practicality.
