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Perfectionist self-presentation and perfectionism indicators of students with
different levels of social desirability: abstract for the thesis / Lizaveta Kapuschuk;

The research object is social desirability.

Subject of the research are perfectionist self-presentation and perfectionism
indicators of students with different levels of social desirability

The purpose of this work is characterize perfectionist self-presentation and
perfectionism indicators of students with different levels of social desirability

The results. Most of the students usually demonstrate an average level of
social desirability, for this reason it is impossible to talk about it as a personality
trait in relation to this sample. The level of perfectionism also turned out to be low,
the level of perfectionist self-presentation is mostly low. Moreover, the analysis
showed that the level of perfectionist self-presentation does not change at different
levels of manifestation of social desirability. What can not be said about the
phenomenon of perfectionism. It was found that, depending on a different level of
social desirability, indicators of socially prescribed perfectionism and self-oriented
perfectionism can change. As a rule, students with a high level of social
desirability tend to increase performance on these components of perfectionism.
According to a sample of students with a high level of social desirability, an
interconnection  between perfectionism, self-oriented and perfectionist
self-presentation, was revealed, namely its characteristics such as verbal
non-manifestation of imperfection. No statistically significant gender differences
were found in any of the parameters of the studied phenomena.
