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Object of research: attachment of a child of primary school age to the
mother.

Subject of research: the relationship between the attachment of a frequently
ill child of primary school age to the mother and her parental attitude to him.

Purpose of research: to characterize relationship the attachment of a
frequently 1ll child of primary school age to the mother and her parental attitude to
him.

The results. The research conducted in the framework of the thesis allowed
us to study the relationship between the attachment of a frequently ill child of
primary school age to the mother and her parental attitude to him. It was found that
frequently ill children are more characterized by insecure (anxious-ambivalent
attachment, anxious-avoidant attachment) types of attachment to their mothers.
Specific features of mothers’ parental attitude to frequently ill children are
revealed. These features are manifested in the fact that the mother tends to
suppress, control, distance herself, underestimate the independence and initiative
of a frequently ill child. The relationship between the indicators of attachment of a
frequently ill child of primary school age to the mother and her parental attitude to
him is established. The obtained data can be used by psychologists working with
children in preschool institutions, schools, as well as consulting parents of
frequently ill children.
