The manifestation of jealousy in marital relations between men and women with
different styles of affection: abstract to the thesis / Alesia Vladimirovna Liakh; Faculty
of Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Psychology; scientific adviser S.M.

Object of research: the manifestation of jealousy.

Subject of research: the manifestation of jealousy in marital relations in men and
women with different styles of attachment.

Purpose of research: to identify differences in the manifestation of jealousy in
marital relationships in men and women with different styles of attachment.

The results. Women in comparison with men have significantly higher
indicators of such reactions to jealousy as manipulation and integrative communication.



For men, a reaction to jealousy as a contact with an opponent is more characteristic.
According to the results of the analysis of gender differences in attachment styles, a
cautious attachment style prevails in men, while in women it is reliable. Regardless of
gender, the sample has a denial of attachment style. The features of the manifestation
of jealousy with various styles of affection in men and women are determined. The
results obtained suggest that the manifestations of jealousy in marital relations between
men and women have differences depending on attachment styles
