Purpose of research — describe the nature of the relationship between the
desire for success and readiness for risky behavior;

The results. The research conducted in the framework of the thesis allowed
us to study the relationship between the desire for success and the readiness of



students for risky behavior. The result obtained at a high level of statistical
significance suggests that the higher the respondents’ readiness for risk, the more
expressed the desire for success. And the lower the risk tolerance, the greater the
motivation for failure. In addition, there are no statistically significant differences
between men and women in risk readiness, and that there are statistically significant
differences in risk readiness among technical and Humanities students. Also, the
majority of respondents in this age period are motivated by failure. It was also found
that men are more motivated to fail, while women in the modern world in this age
period have a focus on success.
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
