Features of establishing emotional contact with the mother of the child from
birth to two years: an abstract of the thesis / Bozhenko Yulia Yurievna; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Psychology; scientific Director T.I.

The object of research is emotional contact in mother-child relations.

Subject of study - features of establishing emotional contact with a child
from birth to two years.

The objective of the study is to reveal the dependence in the development of
intentional forms of behavior of the child from birth to two years of stable positive
emotional contact with the mother and a significant adult.



The main results. Establishment and development of the child's mental
functions, his or her ability to comprehend the world, to actively and reliably
establish connections with other people in the future is possible due to the
establishment of positive emotional contact in the primary dyad of the infant
mother. From the very birth, the child needs the emotional presence of the Other,
and to this inclusion he reacts with his own inclusion, and as he develops, we
notice how the child himself becomes the initiator of contact and interaction. The
formation and consolidation of patterns of intentional behavior in the child occurs
as a result of stable emotional contact with parents, a safe environment and
reliance on internal "good" objects.
