Students’ attitude to the future profession of a medical worker depending on
level of learn engagement / Yelena V. Khudalei; Faculty of philosophy and social
Sciences, Department of psychology; sci. adviser S.I. Khonskiy.

Object of research — an attitude of students to the future profession of a
medical professional.

Subject of the research — students’ attitude to the future profession of a
medical worker depending on level of learn engagement.

Purpose of research — to reveal the meaningful characteristics of the
attitude of students with different levels of enthusiasm for educational activities to
the future profession of a medical worker.

Main results. Both girls and young men are in the first place such a quality
of medical workers as responsibility. Also, the opinions of girls and boys coincide
about the least significant quality, to which they attributed compassion. With the
professionalization in the framework of training at a medical college, the motive
for obtaining material wealth is becoming more and more powerful. The severity
of the motive for professional development and self-improvement is weakening.

The success of medical college students is positively interconnected with
such motives as obtaining a vocational education and a desire to get the chosen
specialty. Also, students with a high level of academic performance strive to study
well, not to obtain a diploma, but to obtain a profession and knowledge.

In relation to educational activities, male students are inclined to
demonstrate a greater degree of energy, but enthusiasm, preoccupation with study,
as well as the general enthusiasm for the educational process as a whole, turned out
to be more characteristic for girls.

High wages turned out to be a significantly more important criterion for
choosing a future profession, affecting attitudes towards it, for students with a low
level of enthusiasm for educational activities, compared with students with a high
level of enthusiasm for study.
