Interrelation of indicators of social capital of personality and level of subjective
control at representatives of different generations: Abstract to thesis / Seryogina
Katerina; Faculty of Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Psychology;

The object of study - social capital of personality.

The subject of research - interrelation of indicators of social capital of
personality and level of subjective control at representatives of different generations.

The purpose of the research - to determine the relationship between the
indicators of social capital of the individual and the level of subjective control in
different generations.

The results. Social capital of representatives of generations X and Y has similar
indicators in value. The total number of interpersonal relations for both generations is
large enough and they are represented mainly by acquaintances and colleagues, the
circle of close contacts is much more already. Statistically significant difference was
found in the number of people whose knowledge in the professional sphere can be
useful. At generation X the number of such people is lower. The difference between
social capital of Generations X and Y is in different structures of interrelation of
subjective control and social capital indicators. For representatives of Generation X,
the most important element of subjective control associated with indicators of social
capital is interpersonality. And for representatives of Generation Y the most important
element of internality associated with indicators of social capital is the locus of control
in the sphere of family relations.

Women of Generation X are more inclined to believe that they themselves have
achieved all the good things in their lives and are capable of successfully pursuing their
goals in the future. Men, on the contrary, follow the opposite model: attribute their
success to random factors, luck or other people. For representatives of Generation Y
no statistically significant differences in indicators of the level of subjective control or
social capital of personality for men and women have been found, from which we can
assume a more pronounced androgynosti of this generation.
