Purpose of work: to analyze the system of work on the study of the poetic
heritage of M. Yu. Lermontov existing in modern school practice.

Object of study: the process of studying a poetic work at school and the
features of the study of poetry by M. Yu. Lermontov. Subject of research: lyrics
by M. Yu. Lermontov in school studies.

The material of the study was poems, notes, sketches of M. Yu.
Lermontov. Methods of work: — The method of theoretical analysis (analysis of
scientific, methodological literature, regulatory documents necessary for the
organization of the educational process); socio-pedagogical method (analysis of
programs, textbooks); selection, systematization and methodological organization
of poems.

The scientific novelty of the study. Studying a work in the genre-genre
aspect will reveal effective principles and methods of analysis.

For all its apparent simplicity, the study of the lyric work in school requires
a great literary tact and methodological skill from the teacher. There is no broad
depiction of the events or actions of heroes. Lyric poetry reflects life with specific,
accessible means only. Therefore, an attempt to transfer to the analysis of the lyric
work the methods and techniques of studying an epic work leads to a depletion of
perception of poetry. Lyrics can become a means of spiritual enrichment and moral
education of students only when they learn to understand its ideological and
aesthetic wealth, embodied in the specific form of a lyrical monologue. This
justifies the relevance of the topic of the thesis.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that its materials can be

used in the development of lessons in the analysis of lyric poems at school and in
preparing students for practical exercises.
The authenticity and individuality of this research is confirmed by checking

the degree of novelty of its text.
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
