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The purpose of the graduate work is a geoecological assessment of the current
state of agroecotourism in the Minsk region.

The object of research is the Minsk region, the subject of research is the
development of agroecotourism in the region.Agroecotourism is one of most fast —
growing tourism industries in Belarus.
