Object of study - persons without a fixed place of residence

The subject of the study is the relationship and features of life-meaning
orientations and vitality in people without a fixed place of residence.

The purpose of the study is to identify the relationship and features of life-meaning
orientations and vitality in people without a fixed place of residence.

The main results. Work with people without a fixed place of residence requires a
special approach, where there is no room for humiliation and repulsion of a person,
where humanistic relations prevail. In the practice of social work, there are two
main approaches to clients and their problem situations: technical approach;
communicative approach. With the technical approach, the social worker carries
out corrective interventions in the life situations of the client. Social correction is a
type of special techniques and measures aimed at overcoming, weakening or
correcting deficiencies in the development of an individual caused by social
conditions. With a communicative approach, a social worker establishes a
communicative interaction and based on it cooperation with a client. A social
worker together with a client solves or facilitates a problematic situation, increases
the client’s competence, creates an environment that responds to his needs, and
creates social ties between the client and his environment. Practical social work
with homeless groups of the population should be focused on the prevention of
difficult life situations, the rehabilitation and adaptation of these groups to market
living conditions.
