Subject of research: documenting the provision of social leave in connection
with the birth and upbringing of a child in the Republic of Belarus.

The purpose of the work is to develop the main vectors of proposals for
improving the documentation of social leave in connection with the birth and
upbringing of a child in the Republic of Belarus.

This goal was achieved by solving the following tasks:

1. Conduct a historiographical review and identify the main sources on the
topic.

2. Describe the regulatory legal support for the system of holidays and their
documentation in the Republic of Belarus.

3. Analyze the structure of documenting social leave in connection with the
birth and upbringing of a child.

4, Identify the main problems and prospects in documenting the provision
of social leave in connection with the birth and upbringing of a child.

The theoretical research was conducted by analyzing the literature and
normative legal acts of the Republic of Belarus on the issue under study.

In the course of the work, the concepts of labor and social leave based on the
normative legal acts of the Republic of Belarus, the right to labor and social leave, the
procedure for granting and features of documenting such leave were studied. The
main problems and prospects in the field of documenting social leave in connection
with the birth and upbringing of a child in the Republic of Belarus are highlighted.

The structure of the work consists of an introduction, four chapters, a list of
used sources and literature, represented by the corresponding 107 positions and
8 appendices.
