The thesis consists of: introduction, main part consisting of four chapters
and conclusion. The volume of the work is 78 pages, including a bibliography (9
pages) and application (8 pages).

The relevance of this topic is due to the fact that declassified documents
from the great Patriotic war are of great value to researchers on the topic of the
partisan movement. Histories of partisan formations is a chance to see how partisan
formations actually originated, developed and operated, as well as an opportunity
to look at partisans not only as heroes, as they are represented in Soviet
historiography, but also as ordinary people whose goal was not to receive awards,
but to protect their homeland.

The chronology of this study covers the time frame of 1941-1944, i.e. the
period of origin, formation, development and completion of partisan activity in the
territory of the Gomel region.

The object of the research is the partisan formations of the Gomel region
during the great Patriotic war. The subject of the research is such documents as
the histories of partisan brigades on the territory of the Gomel region during the
Great Patriotic war, which are stored in the National Archive of the Republic of
Belarus.

The purpose of this thesis is a comprehensive description of the history of
partisan brigades in the Gomel region.

Research methods: General scientific (description, generalization, analysis,
synthesis, induction and deduction) and special historical (historical-comparative,
historical-genetic).

As a result of the thesis, the process of describing the system of partisan
brigades in which they were members was described by partisans.

The results obtained can be used in the preparation of textbooks, educational
manuals and manuals, works on the history of the partisan movement and the great
Patriotic war.
