CONTENT OF EDUCATIONAL MATERIAL

Topic 1. Axiology and deontology of journalism:
sociohistorical and conceptual content

Introduction to the axiology and deontology of journalism. The purpose,
objectives, content of the discipline. Literature review.

Historical and sociocultural preconditions for the formation of axiology and
deontology. Journalism as an axiological construct in the culture of society, a
generator and repeater of the values of society. The problematic field of axiology
and deontology of journalism. The modern media sphere and the value content of
media discourse.

Axiology and deontology of journalism: key aspects of interaction. The
relationship of ethics and law. Socio-moral determination of journalistic work: the
general nature of moral requirements and humanistic criteria of professional activity.
The value system of society and the axiological priorities of the media. Axiological
and deontological aspect of media research.

Topic 2. Axiological and deontological model
of professional culture of a journalist

Professional and ethical standards of journalism: history and modernity.
Professional morality is an evaluative and imperative way of mastering the methods
and content of creative and production activity, a regulator of a journalist's behavior
in the process of performing professional tasks.

Media ethics as an axiological basis of journalistic activity. The Universal
Declaration of Human Rights in the context of the axiology and deontology of
journalism. Theoretical and methodological features of the codification of
professional and moral norms of journalism. Codes of professional ethics in the
system of axiology and deontology. International principles of professional ethics in
journalism. The system of professional and moral regulation of journalistic activity
in the Republic of Belarus. Self-regulation of the media as a mechanism to increase
social and professional responsibility.

Inadmissibility of monopolization of mass media afid illegal restriction of
freedom of mass information. Protecting the interests of society and the social
responsibility of the journalist.

Topic 3. Deontological aspects of journalism

Media law in the system of axiology and deontology of journalism. Ethical
and legal status of a media journalist. Plagiarism and other forms of copyright
infringement: axiological and deontological aspects.

The main dilemmas of journalistic deontology: case studies. Hidden
advertising: problems of objectivity of information and material income of a
journalist. Society's right to information and the human right to privacy. Moral
discrediting of a person in the media: dissemination of information of a shameful
nature, slander and insults, "war of compromising information." Information
provocations.



Topic 4. Media documentation:
axiology and deontology of the journalist's work

Media actualization of documentary in the context of axiological challenges
of today. Paradoxes of creative freedom. Media documentary as a counteraction to
fake messages in news resources, social networks and other online platforms. Fraud
and deliberate distortion of facts in the media. Representing a particular case is
socially significant. Falsification of documents, fabrication of materials.
Misinformation - defamation - manipulation of information.

A journalistic work as a value. Self-assessment of creative activity.

The image of the author in the text: possibilities and limitations.

Topic 5. Axiological principles and deontological norms of the journalist's
activity in the process of collecting, processing and creative interpretation of
information

"Do no harm!": Features of collecting information for publication depending
on its focus, the initial concept of the journalist's vision of the problem (situation).
Invalid information collection methods. Reporter distortion of reality.

A journalistic investigation in the context of axiology and deontology. Moral
grounds and specifics of gathering information using the techniques of "included"
observation. Moral and legal restrictions when using the methods of "mask",
"change of profession”. An experiment in journalism. Acceptance of provoked
situations: goals and limitations.

The relationship between the content and form of a journalistic work. The title
and the problem of objectivity of information. Figurative-conceptual interpretation
of reality in a journalistic work. Checking the accuracy of the information obtained.
Taking into account the contradiction between the depth of perception of reality and
the requirements of efficiency. Impartial placement of accents: highlighting
significant and accidental connections, creating a holistic view of the situation.
Argumentation in journalism. Inadmissibility of unfounded generalizations and
comments.

The development of information and communicationgechnologies (ICT) and
moral problems associated with network forms of information, specific Internet
relations of its consumers. New media and the New Ethics: risks and challenges of
the 21st century. Transformations and deformations of the principles and norms of
journalistic deontology in new media. Accuracy vs speed. The journalist's
interaction with pranksters, trolls and other modern mediapersons.

Exclusivity and content borrowing in web journalism: axiological highlights.
Copyright infringement in the information and communication space of the Internet:
plagiarism, depersonalization of authorship, incorrect editing, taking quotes out of
context, etc. Internet provocations, slander, insults. Erosion of the status of a
journalist on the Internet. The problem of deprofessionalization in journalism.

Axiological vectors and deontological principles of journalistic empirical
analysis.

Topic 6. The information age and value understanding of media



processes

Journalism as a form of axiological reflection.

Value - value orientation - evaluation. The nature of values. Typological
classification of values. Value and anti-value. Value nihilism in the media sphere.
Manipulation of values. Value conflicts as a manifestation of social contradictions.

Axiology of journalism as a transdisciplinary perspective of media research,
interaction and interaction of general public and specific professional values. The value
diversity of the media landscape. The essential trinity of journalism as: 1) the bearer of
social ideals, 2) forms of information and value retransmission, 3) the mechanism of
production of social values.

Analysis of axiological dynamics in the media. Media interpretation of political,
economic, social, cultural, historical, environmental (etc.) values. Scientific and
methodological substantiation of the study of journalism as a source and repeater of the
values of society.

Deontology of professions related to journalism that are studied in the media
space. Bioethics and journalism: axiological and deontological alternatives
(euthanasia, transplantation, abortion, in vitro fertilization, surrogacy, new drugs and
treatments, epidemics and pandemics, clinical trials and biomedical experiments).
UNESCO Universal Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rights (2005).

Moral choice of a journalist: motives - goals - means - results. Reflection in
the moral choice of a person’s moral experience. Axiologist deontological collisions
of the modern media sphere. Social and moral *Measuring™ the heroes of journalistic
works. The problem of "heroization” of crimes in the media. Suicide. Moral
assessment of the problem of the death penalty. The specifics of resolving
professional and ethical conflicts in journalism.

Inadmissibility of dissemination of information aimed at propaganda of war,
extremist and terrorist activities, incitement of interethnic and interfaith hostility.
