1.  To make an excursus into the history of the formation and development
of psychologism in fiction, to consider its main classifications presented in
theoretical works.

3. To reveal the features of psychologism in T. Hardy's novel «Jude the
obscure».

4.  To compare the poetics of psychologism in the analyzed works, to draw
conclusions about the general and special in their psychological structures.

The object of the research is T. Hardy's novels «Tess of the d'Urbervilles»
(1891) and «Jude the Obscure» (1896).

The subject of the research are the main forms and means of psychologism
in the most significant novels of T. Hardy in the first half of the 1890s.
