Relevance: emergence of an organized military force as one of the pillars of
the functioning of the state power. Absence on relevant studies on the topic of
Damascus weapons in the Belarusian academic community.

The purpose of the thesis is to identify the main processes which contribute
to the formation knightly estate and the complex of its weapons. The object of the
thesis is French chivalry and its weapons during the early middle ages. The
subject of the thesis is the emergence and formation of chivalry as a separate
privileged class as well as the development of its weapons, bladed, and its role in
the mindset of medieval society. The methodological basis of the thesis are:
integrated approach, objectivity, historicism, consistency and the principle of
value. In addition, general logical methods of analysis and synthesis, deduction and
induction, analogy and comparison, modeling and generalization, and traditional
special-historical methods were applied.

The main provisions for the defense. The process of the emergence of
chivalry begins in the VIII century and is associated with the genesis of the
Western European feudal states, primarily the Frankish state. The final formation
of the chivalry as a large and closed social group with finalized political structure
and special legal status took place by the end of the 11th century.

Active role in the formation of the knightly military culture was played by
the military traditions of the barbarian tribes. Especially regarding bladed weapons.
It was the pagan idea about the sword that became the basis of the sward cult and
symbol in the Middle Ages.

The structure and the volume of the thesis. The thesis consists of an
introduction, a conclusion, a list of used sources and literature, an appendix. There
are 66 pages in the thesis.
