SUMMARY

Topic: "The Dichotomy of Masculine and Feminine Principles and the Concept
of Eros in the Religious and Philosophical Views of Ancient Greeks"

Key words: Ancient Greece, religion, philosophy, worldview, Eros,
"masculine", "feminine", cosmology, the beginning, dualism, matter, form.

Significance. A holistic understanding of ancient Greek culture is impossible
without finding its essence, which consists in the idea of the duality of cosmic
principles and the domination of erotic power in the universe. Only by
comprehending these fundamental principles of being, we will be able to understand
the worldview of ancient Greeks, as well as the origins of the key questions of
European thought. The problems raised by Greek philosophers pass through the
centuries of our history, changing in names, but not in their essence. Moreover, in the
modern world, the questions of the relationship of both men and women, as well as
their ontological prototypes given to us by the Greeks: spirit and matter, mind and
nature, are still acute. In addition, the idea of the superiority of one of these
principles, which had its origin in the same Greek thought, permeates most modern
philosophical, scientific, ecological, social and cultural movements.

The purpose of the diploma thesis is to construct an integral system of
ancient Greek’s religious and philosophical views on the problem of Eros and the
dichotomy of the masculine and feminine principles, based on its fundamentally
ontological nature. The object of the thesis is ancient Greek religious and
philosophical thought. The subject is the views on the essence of Eros, masculine
and feminine principles. The methodological basis of the thesis was the principles of
objectivity, historicism, consistency and value-based approach.

Scientific novelty. The distinctive feature of the study is that it breaks away
from the surface-event analysis of the history of Ancient Greece and aims to study
deep worldview structures. The special, "erotic" and "gender" angle of consideration
of ancient Greek philosophy and religion is completely new for historical science in
the post-Soviet space. A holistic system of religious and philosophical views of the
ancient Greeks on the problem of Eros and the dichotomy of masculine and feminine
principles is constructed for the first time not only in the history of Russian-language
historiography and philosophy, but also in world science. To achieve this objective
interdisciplinary research methods were used, the methodology of religious studies
and the history of philosophy was involved. The use of integral methods in such a
study is unique for Russian historiography. The analysis of sources, including those in
the original language, their interpretation and modeling of an integral worldview
system are presented by the author's independent activity.

Conclusions reached. The Greeks represented their cosmos by the dualism of



the fundamentally masculine and fundamentally feminine principles. Originally
equal, they were linked by Eros, as the leading force of the universe. Subsequently,
the feminine principle in Greek thought degraded to the level of faceless matter, and
the masculine rose to the ideal external rational principle. Such ideas about the
origins found their clear reflection in Greek culture and social practices, and also
modified the role of Eros, setting the duality of his direction and endowing him with
epistemological functions.

The structure and size of the diploma thesis. Diploma thesis consists of
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, list of a bibliography. Total size of the thesis
— 75 pages. From them: the list of a bibliography — 8 (131 points at the list), summary
in Russian, Belarusian, English — 6 pages.
