Topic: The evolution of Viking warfare in Western Europe during the period of
expansion (late VIII-late X centuries)

Keywords: Scandinavia, Vikings, Normans, Bonds, expansion, weapons, tactics,
strategy, military operations, the evolution of military affairs.

Relevance. During the Viking age, from the end of the eighth to the end of the
tenth, there were key changes in the nature of the Viking campaigns in Western
Europe. The task is to analyze the campaigns and identify the main stages of the
evolution of military affairs in the framework of expansion. The relevance of the
study lies in the fact that during the expansion, the foundations of the modern ethnic
map of Europe were laid.

The purpose of the thesis is to study the evolution of Viking warfare in Western
Europe during the expansion period (late VIII-late X centuries)

The object of the work is Scandinavian society during the expansion period (late
VIII — late X centuries). The subject is military affairs and the influence of the social
structure of Viking society during the expansion period (late VIII — late X centuries).

The methodological basis of the thesis was the following research methods:
source base analysis, literature analysis, comparison, theoretical analysis and
synthesis, classification and generalization.

Main provisions to be defended. The source base is most widely represented by
Scandinavian and European written sources. There are two areas of expansion
research: as a part of the history of states and as an independent phenomenon. The
expansion was partly a result of the patriarchal structure of society, where a culture of
violence was widespread, as well as the geographical location, which implied a lack
of suitable areas for agriculture. The peculiarities of the organization of Viking
military affairs were the voluntary entry into the Viking armies, as well as the lack of
strict discipline and formal ranks. According to the examples considered, the Viking
military had a number of features, including a bet on the individual skills of the
fighters, a record for that time mobility, and the existence of specific concepts of
honor and valor. The development of Viking warfare took place in three stages: from
small adventures to larger invasions and the formation of new state formations, and to
large-scale invasions of the Scandinavian kings.

Structure and scope of the thesis. The thesis consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of references and literature. The total volume of work is
53 pages. Of these, the list of sources and literature — 4 (67 titles), the abstract in
Russian, Belarusian and English — 3 pages.
