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The object of research is the religious life in Western Europe in the 13th—15th
centuries. The subject is the Mendicant Order of the Franciscans in 1210-1517.

The aim of this thesis is revealing the evolution of the Franciscan order and its
methods of activity during the 13th—15th centuries.

The methodological basis of research consists of general scientific methods, such
as analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction. To research a certain problem,
historical-genetic, retrospective, problem-chronological, historical-biographical,
historical-comparative, historical-system methods and the method of chronological
stratification were used.

The thesis analyzes in detail the historiography and sources that were used to
research this problem. It reflects the path of the Franciscan Order from the "Apostolic
Movement" to a religious corporation subordinate to the See of Rome. The
connection between the goals of the Order's creation and its further educational and
missionary activities is revealed, the main stages, methods and directions of this
activity are highlighted. The idea of the attitude of society towards the Franciscans
during the 13th—15th centuries was formed on the basis of narrative sources of non-
Franciscan origin.

The theoretical and practical significance of the work is due to the importance of
the role of the Franciscan Order in the renewal of the Church, as well as the success
and relevance of the mission of the Franciscans in the modern world, including in
Belarus.

The thesis consists of 53 pages and includes 92 items in the list of sources and
literature.
