Subject: the role of female shamans in Korean and Japanese shamanism.

Objective: to reveal the sacred role of female shamans in the history of Korean
and Japanese shamanism.

Methods and approaches: descriptive, analytical, comparative.

Shamanism is an ancient form of religion based on the belief in the existence of
spirits, which inhabit the surrounding world and are capable of influencing people,
and in a special shaman mediator, who is able to come into contact with those spirits
via a state of altered consciousness.

Based on historical sources and research literature we managed to demonstrate
the role of women in the history of Korean and Japanese shamanism and conduct a
comparative analysis of Korean and Japanese female shamanic traditions in this
thesis.

The results of this study can be integrated into the curriculum of the discipline
«Mythology and Religions of the Country of the Target Oriental Language (Korea,
Japan)».
