3. Object of research — Republican Institute of Chinese Studies named after
Confucius BSU.

Research methods: comparative analysis and synthesis, deduction and
induction, historical-genetic (allows us to consider the problem from the beginning
of its formation and its evolution) and historical-comparative (allows us to look at
the experience of organizing mass events in educational institutions from different
sides) methods.

Obtained results and their novelty: the concept and types of mass events,
their role in the communication of educational institutions with consumers, the
feasibility of their use in the educational sphere, as well as ways to assess the
effectiveness of mass events in educational institutions are considered. A
comparative analysis of the world and domestic experience of organizing mass
events in educational institutions is carried out, and the practice of organizing mass
events in the Republican Confucius Institute of Chinese Studies of BSU is
evaluated. An assessment of the effectiveness of event management in the
Republican Institute of Chinese Studies named after Confucius BSU is given.

Area of possible practical application: the use of public administration

bodies of the Republic of Belarus and educational institutions for making
management decisions on the organization of mass events that contribute to an
increase in the number of tourist flows, consisting mainly of students.
The author of the work confirms that the computational and analytical material
presented in it correctly and objectively reflects the state of the process under
study, and all theoretical, methodological and methodological provisions and
concepts borrowed from literary and other sources are accompanied by references
to their authors.
