Research object: geopolitics.

Research subject: noopolitics.

Purpose of the work: to form a comprehensive understanding of noopolitics
as a phenomenon of modern geopolitics.

Research methodology: General scientific and specific scientific methods
were used in the work. On the basis of the formal political method, an essential
characteristic of noopolitics was given. The political and legal analysis gave an as-
sessment of the actions of the Russian state in the implementation of noopolitics as
an empirical object of research. The work also uses the deductive method.

At the moment, a small amount of research has been carried out in the scien-
tific community on the topic of noopolitics. The term noopolitics is not very com-
mon in political science communities. This is largely due to the speed of develop-
ment of noopolitics — its technologies, an increase in resources for its functioning.
The work is based on the works of researchers such as S. B. Nikonov, A.V.
Baychik, M.M. Lebedeva, and others.

Scientific novelty of the research: in the process of research, the essence of
modern noopolitics, types of resources of modern noopolitics, functions of re-
sources of modern noopolitics and technology of resource provision of modern
noopolitics were determined. The experience of conducting an information war on
a global scale is studied by a state that is building its own noopolitics with its in-
herent ideologems and values within the framework of the Internet. The im-
portance of institutionalization of noopolitics is determined. The main principles of
the work of the Russian information policy are formulated, the Russian resources
of noopolitics are analyzed.

A comprehensive conclusion is made about the organization and functioning
of noopolitics by modern states.

The conclusions obtained in the course of the study can be used in law-
making activities and in further scientific research.
