Purpose of the work: on the basis of studying the theoretical and practical
aspects of the formation and functioning of human capital, to determine the
prospects for economic growth in the countries of the world economy in modern
conditions.

To achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve the following tasks:

1. Study the scientific aspects of human capital, determine its essence and
impact on economic growth.

2. Analyze and assess the impact of investment in human capital on the
economic growth of the countries of the world economy.

3. To identify the prospects for the accumulation of human capital in order
to stimulate economic growth in the knowledge economy.

The object of the research is the system of socio-economic relations for the
reproduction of human capital.

The subject of the research is the impact of investment in human capital on
the economic growth of the countries of the world economy.

Formulation of the results obtained and their novelty:

The first chapter examines the theoretical and methodological foundations of
the functioning and interaction of human capital and economic growth: the essence
and content of the category "human capital” is specified; the types and indicators
of measurement of economic growth are distinguished, the factors influencing
economic growth are investigated; and also highlights the key indicators of the
impact of human capital on economic growth. The novelty of the content of this
chapter lies in the fact that the regularity of the direct impact of human capital on
economic growth was justified and indicators for assessing such an impact were
identified.

The second chapter examines the issues of investing in human capital in the
countries of the world economy, and also analyzes the dynamics of indicators of
economic growth in the countries of the world economy. The novelty of the
content of this chapter lies in the fact that statistically it was proved that many
countries of the world, which are known for their large volumes and mainly
positive dynamics of investment in human capital, also showed positive dynamics
in their economic growth and development.

The third chapter reflects the peculiarities of the functioning of the
knowledge economy in the context of globalization, determines the nature of its
influence on human capital, and also highlights the directions and methods of
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stimulating investment in human capital in modern conditions within the
framework of the institutional component. The novelty of the content of this
chapter is that, having studied the features of the functioning of the knowledge
economy in the context of globalization, the main directions and ways of
stimulating investment in human capital in the countries of the world economy
were identified.

The materials of the master's work were used to prepare theses and
presentations at the section of the 78th scientific conference of students,
undergraduates and postgraduates of the Faculty of International Relations.
