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The aim of the thesis is to consider an incomplete family as a factor for
unsuccessful socialization of Belarusian youth. The object of the thesis is an
incomplete family. The subject of the thesis is the family socialization of children
who grew up in single-parent families.

In this paper, theoretical and methodological aspects of the study of the
socialization of children and youth in single-parent families are examined, and
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various aspects of the socialization of youth are analyzed using in-depth biographical
interviews using a combination of quantitative research.

The result of this work is an analysis of the degree of desocialization risk for
young people who have grown up in single-parent families and the development of
some practical recommendations for family and social policies.

The significance of this work lies in the fact that it analyzes one of the urgent
problems of the family as a whole, its short-term existence, which is expressed in a
reduction in the length of married spouses and an increasing divorce every year, due
to which the number of single-parent families is growing, which is why many
children grow, usually without one parent, or the parent partially participates in the
upbringing of his child.
