e to indicate the author's methods of deconstruction of the detective genre
utilized by A. Robbe-Grillet, P. Modiano, A. Jodorowsky, J. Echenoz;

e to identify the features of postmodern game strategies and compare the
ways of their implementation in the novels «Project for a Revolution in New
York» by A. Robbe-Grillet, «Missing Person» by P. Modiano, «The Incal» by
A. Jodorowsky, «Big Blondes» by J. Echenoz.

The object and the subject of the research. The object of the research of
this master's thesis are the detective novels «The Project of the Revolution in New
York» (Projet pour une révolution a New York, 1970) by A. Robbe-Grillet,
«Missing person» (Rue Des Boutiques Obscures, 1978) by P. Modiano, «The
Incal» (L'Incal, 1981) by A. Jodorowski, «Big Blondes» (Les Grandes Blondes,
1995) by J. Echenoz, which give an idea of the formation of the leading features of
French postmodernism.

The subject of the research is the deconstruction of the genre code of the
detective story in the works of A. Robbe-Grillet, P. Modiano, A. Jodorowski and
J. Echenoz.

Research methods: historical and literary analysis, comparative analysis,
structural analysis, holistic analysis.
