The purpose of the study is to identify the specifics of the embodiment of the
image of the revolutionary in Russian and Chinese literature.

Research objectives:

1) to study theoretical and methodological approaches to the understanding
of social realism as a mindset and literary direction in literary studies;

2) to consider the main features of the literature of socialist realism in the
Russian Soviet and Chinese literatures;

3) to identify the features of creating the image of a revolutionary in M.
Gorky's novel " Mothery;

4) identify the characteristic features of the image of the revolutionary in
Mao Dun's novel " Before Dawny;

5) to conduct a comparative characterization of the means of creating the
image of a revolutionary in the novels of M. Gorky "Mother" and Mao Dun
"Before Dawn".

The object of research: the novels of M. Gorky "Mother" and Mao Dun
"Before Dawn".

Subject of the research: images of the revolutionary in Russian and Chinese
literature.

The results of the study and their novelty.

In this study, for the first time, a comparative characteristic of the means of
creating the image of a revolutionary in the novels of M. Gorky "Mother" and Mao
Dun "Before Dawn" is carried out, and common features in the use of means of
creating an image are revealed.

The master's thesis consists of an introduction, a general description of the
work, an abstract, three chapters, a conclusion and a list of sources used.
