4) to discover meaningful narrative techniques and literary devices helping the
author to create different types of female characters.

The object of research: D. H. Lawrence’s novels The White Peacock, Sons and
Lovers, The Rainbow, Women in Love, Lady Chatterley's Lover and other works.

The subject of research: female characters in Lawrence’s novels.
