ABSTRACT

Scope of work: 60 pages, 47 sources used.

Object of research: a set of public relations concerning the legal regime of
ecologically unfavorable territories and associated with their emergence,
announcement and rehabilitation.

Purpose of the work: a comprehensive study of ecologically unfavorable
territories, as well as the development of proposals for improving legal regulation
in this area.

Research methodology: general scientific (dialectical, systemic, historical,
structural and functional methods; methods of analysis, synthesis, induction and
deduction), private scientific (sociological, empirical), special legal (formal legal,
comparative legal) research methods.

Scientific novelty of the research: the thesis attempts to identify and analyze
the main problems in the field of legal regulation of environmentally unfavorable
territories, taking into account the peculiarities of the legal regime of territories
exposed to radioactive contamination as a result of the Chernobyl disaster. The
general definition of ecologically unfavorable territories is formulated for
legislative consolidation. A classification of the types of ecologically unfavorable
territories is proposed and their content characteristics are given.

The analysis of the theoretical and legal foundations for regulating relations in
the sphere of ecologically unfavorable territories in the Republic of Belarus can be
applied and used for further updating the legislation in the relevant area of legal
regulation, as well as for further scientific research of this topic.
