The purpose of the thesis is a comprehensive and comprehensive study of
the application of land legal responsibility as an independent type of legal
responsibility for committing a land offense in the Republic of Belarus and making
proposals for improving the current legislation of the Republic of Belarus.

The object of the research is social relations arising in connection with the
application of land legal responsibility as an independent type of legal
responsibility for committing a land offense.

Research methodology: in the course of the research, private scientific
methods were used: formal legal, comparative legal.
