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Object of research: sexual motivation.

Subject of research: sexual motivation of female students in the ovulatory phase
of the menstrual cycle.



Purpose of research: to reveal the features of sexual motivation in the ovulatory
and luteal phases of the menstrual cycle in female students.

The results. As a result of our research, characteristics of sexual motivation
among women at various phases of the menstrual cycle were obtained for the first time.
Our research has clarified the effect of cyclically changing hormonal levels on the
sexual motivation of women. It showed that women’s sexual interest is more strongly
manifested in the ovulatory phase of the menstrual cycle. They tend to obey the sexual
initiative of men or respond to their initiative with power if the man is attractive for
them. The needs of getting pleasure and caring for a partner come to the fore. In the
luteal phase, there is a decrease in sexual interest and a negative perception of sexual
power from men, they need emotional contact with partner.

The findings suggest that there is indeed a difference in sexual motivation. This
allows us to look at a woman's sexual motivation as a dynamic system that depends on
the phase of the menstrual cycle and changes with a given frequency. This allows us to
use the findings both in a practical direction and for the future scientific research of
female sexuality.
