Features of child-parent relations in families of various types: abstract to the

The object of research is child-parent relations

The subject of research is the peculiarities of child-parent relations in
families of various types.

The aim of research is to identify the features of child-parent relations in
single-child and large families.

The results. Parents of one child are more likely to spend more time with
them, more likely to approve of their interests and plans. They are more interested
in the affairs of their child, more often try to help the child in everything, more
sympathetic to him. In a family with an only child, parents are more likely to seek a
symbiotic relationship with a teenager. In single-child families, parents tend to have
more control over the child, monitor his achievements and his individual
characteristics and behavior. In large families, parents are less likely to spend their
free time with him, giving the child greater independence and autonomy in behavior.
Parents in large families are less likely to try to reduce the interpersonal distance
with the teenager, their attention may not be enough for the child. The analysis of
the peculiarities of children's attitude to their parents in single-parent and large-child
families helped to establish that only children evaluate their parents as moderately
strict and demanding, with a high level of control, a close emotional connection, and
more involved in interaction. They also rate their parenting style as more consistent
than parents from large families. Children from large families are more often faced
with the manifestation of strictness and exactingness of their parents, they are more
independent in their behavior and are less likely to be controlled and overprotected
by their parents, and also evaluate the parental line of education as not consistent,
that is, they are more often faced with unpredictable behavior of their parents,
inconstancy of requirements.
