Object of research: attachment of the child to the mother

Subject of research: attachment to the mother in children of primary school
and adolescence who are in a social pedagogical center



Purpose of research: to reveal the peculiarities of attachment to the mother
in children of primary school and adolescence who are in the socio-pedagogical
center

The results. The dependence of children's type of insecure attachment on
age in a socio-pedagogical center was revealed. Children of primary school age
have predominantly insecure-ambivalent type of attachment, teenagers have
predominantly insecure-avoidant type of attachment. Sex differences in the type of
attachment were not found either in the main or in the control group. As a result of
the analysis of the methodology "Drawing of a bird's nest”, criteria for the
reliability of attachment were identified, according to which there are statistically
significant differences between the main and control groups. For children of
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primary school age, these criteria are “presence of a family of birds”, “safe location
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of the nest”, “location of the nest in profile and without inclination”, “presence of
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support for the nest”, “presence of the name of the picture”. For teenagers -

"presence of birds", "presence of a family of birds," safe location of the nest ","
predominance of green color *," presence of support for the nest *," location of the
nest in profile and without inclination "," presence of the name of the picture,
"presence the name of the picture ".
