Interrelation of manifestations of jealousy and styles of love in young men and
girls in romantic relationships: abstract to the thesis / Garist Karina E.; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and Organizational
Psychology; scientific hand.

The object of the study is communicative reactions to jealousy.

The subject of the study is the relationship between the manifestations of
jealousy and love styles in young men and women in romantic relationships.

The aim of the study is to identify the relationship between the manifestations
of jealousy and love styles in young men and women in romantic relationships.

Main results: there was a correlation between communicative reactions to
jealousy and love styles in young men and women in romantic relationships. High
scores on the "mania™ scale contribute to the manifestation of the "negative affective
expression™ reaction to jealousy. This gives us the opportunity to say that the higher
the need for a person to express their negative feelings, the more they feel insecure
and extremely dependent on the object of attraction in a romantic relationship. The
indicator "integrative communication™ is interrelated with the indicators "eros",
"ludus”, "pragma” and "mania". Individuals who are able to establish close, trusting
relationships with others tend to interact with a partner for the purpose of effective
physical possession, sexual satisfaction and aesthetic pleasure. The indicator
"distributive communication” is interrelated with the indicator "mania”. Consequently,
individuals who begin to live according to the needs of other people resort to obsessive
love, which is characterized by the desire to value their partner highly and the desire
to love and be loved. The indicator on the "control/restriction” scale correlates with
the indicators "ludus”, "pragma” and "mania”. In excess, such a style of love as
"mania” becomes  an obsession or  addiction. The indicator
"compensation/substitution” corresponds to the indicator "eros”, "mania™ and "agape",
this indicates that compensation/substitution indicates dependence on the support,
opinion and evaluation of actions on the part of the partner. The indicator
"manipulation” is related to the indicator "ludus", "pragma" and "mania". The style of
love "mania" is manifested in young men and women who live according to the needs
of other people, resort to obsessive love. And in the case of correlation with the
indicator "manipulation”, boys and girls will show attempts to resist the opponent,
rather than discuss problems with their partner, because they are obsessively in love,
