Object of research: manipulation in the Belarusian political discourse

Subject of research: speech patterns of manipulation in the Belarusian
political discourse

Purpose of research: to identify speech patterns of manipulation in the
modern Belarusian political discourse.

The results. For the Belarusian political discourse, certain speech patterns of
manipulation are most characteristic, namely: presupposition, false consequence.
The specificity of the influence on the audience is due to the peculiarities of these
forms of patterns.



The differences in the forms of speech patterns of manipulation characteristic
of opposing political actors are statistically significant.

One of the leading characteristics of the Belarusian political discourse in the
analyzed period is its dichotomous character.

Taking into account the specifics of the identified forms of speech patterns
and their placement by categories and topics, it can be concluded that the analyzed
discourse affects the multiple addressee, forming people's beliefs about the topics
and events, persons and actions that appear in the discourse, which can affect
political and ideological views persons who occupy the role of recipients in the
analyzed discourse, as well as their actions and behavior.
