Object: social representations

Subject: Chinese students' social perceptions of management
psychology.

Purpose of the research: To reveal the social perceptions of
Chinese students about management psychology.

The results: As a result of comparing the indicators of the
frequency of occurrence and the specific weight in the groups of
Belarusian and Chinese students, it can be concluded that Chinese
students to a greater extent consider the category of activity - managerial,
as well as collective, as the core of management psychology, while
Belarusian students consider the core of psychology management of the
head as a whole (as a person, as a subject or object of activity). Such
differences can be explained by national characteristics: individualism is
developed in the Republic of Belarus, each person is considered as a
person, in everyday life, as well as in the working environment. While
collectivism and community prevail in China, and there is also an
emphasis on activity, you need to work hard and long to get the desired
job / position, as the level of competition is very high. Perhaps that is why
the category of Belarusian students is “joint activity”, that is, the activity
of several separate personalities through communication. While the
Chinese students have a similar category - "Collective activity", that is,
the activity of the collective as a single mechanism.
