The subject of the study is the method of studying the works of A. P. Chekhov
at literature lessons in secondary school.

Based on the definition of the object and subject of the study, we can define
the purpose of the diploma project: the study of the features of the poetics of prose
by A. P. Chekhov and the specifics of its study in the course of Russian literature.

The methodology of the work is determined by the need to solve these
problems and is based on an integrated approach that synthesizes various research
methods:

— historical and literary;

— descriptive;

— comparative-typological;

— method of comparison.

The work of the prose writer remains modern, because in our time people
continue to worry about the eternal questions of love, moral beauty, human
happiness, the meaning of life. Many social issues remained relevant: philistinism,
vulgarity, honorifics, etc. It is especially important to bring these problems not only
to the consciousness of the adult reader, but also for schoolchildren.

Chekhov's works have been included in the school curriculum for several
decades. The question of studying Chekhov's stories at school was developed by
many Soviet, and after Russian and Belarusian methodologists. They proposed the
main directions of work on the works of Chekhov, many methods and techniques.
However, over time, the course requires the search for new, non-standard
approaches, techniques and forms of work. All this determines the relevance and
novelty of our work.

The practical significance of the work lies in the possibility of using the results
