The purpose of the research is to reveal the motives of run, guilt and
responsibility in the plays of M. Bulgakov “The Days of the Turbins”, “Zoyka’s
Apartment”, “The Run” and of I. Surguchev “Rivers of Babylon”, to determine
their functions.

The research methods:the method of motivation analysis, historical and
literary, biographical, comparative and typological, cultural and historical methods.

The scientific novelty of the thesis lies in the interpretation of the main
motives (of run, guilt and responsibility) in M. Bulgakov's plays “The Days of the
Turbins”, “Zoyka’s Apartment”, “The Run” and in the play “Rivers of Babylon”
by 1.
