ANNOTATION

One of the most valuable objects for recreation and environmental activities
Is the Loshitsa water system.

It consists directly of the Loshitsa River and its left tributary, the Myshka
River, as well as the territories associated with its valley.

The total length of the system is about 22 kilometers. This territory mainly
consists of unsettled green areas, quarries, vacant lots, partially occupied by parking
lots, garages,gas stations, and utilities. On the river itself, the Loshitsa water
reservoir and two ponds were created.

The most valuable object both for recreation, and for nature protection
measures, as well as for the protection of historical and cultural objects is the
Loshitsky Park.

Unfavorable for the preservation of the Loshitsa water system is the activity
of the surrounding enterprises, as well as unorganized recreational activities.

However, projects to improve the State of the water system under
consideration, presented in the fourth chapter of the course work, continue to be
developed and implemented, which will both expand the Recreational potential of
Loshitsa and preserve its biodiversity.

As a result of the work, it was found that the state of the Loshitsa water system
Is satisfactory. Its territory has a valuable recreational potential, and also plays an
important role in creating favorable environmental conditions in the urban
environment of Minsk.

The work contains 5 tables, 3 cartographic images, and 25 sources of
information.
